Dear Bud:

In keeping with our telephone conversation last Friday, this letter will serve to reduce
to writing our discussion relative to a minor adjustment in our purchase of the forth-
coming revenue bonds of the City of Blanding.

Due to no fault of the City of Blanding nor ourselves, delivery of the bonds has been
delayed for approximately three months from the original anticipation of delivery,

As you know, we have offered these bonds as a dealer to our customers, most of whom have
remained committed to us; however, in order to support their continued commitment, we
have found it necessary and fair to stop accrued interest several weeks ago. This means
that the interest has started on their investment with regard to the bonds some time ago.
The interest on the $100,000 of bonds accrues at the rate of $11,79 per day. As a

matter of compromise, we suggest that forty five days of interest be the figure of
adjustment, assuming delivery of the bonds to us for payment, on or about January 10,
1964, The forty five days interest totals $530.55. Inasmuch as the City must receive
accrued interest from the purchaser to the date of delivery of the bonds to the purchaser,
our suggestion would be that this amount of money be added to our fee in connection with serv-
ices rendered,

If for any reason you or the city council feel that this approach, due to the circumstances
that have prevailed, is unfair, we hope that you will feel free to so state. As in the
past, we are most anxious to have any situation of this nature involve a fair practice

and be of entirely mutual agreement., I will look forward to hearing from you both as

to your opinion of the above suggestion and to the specific delivery date of the bonds

as soon as it is known to you,

and other accessories and services necessary to complete the said project in accord-
ance with the conditions and prices stated in the Proposal, the General Conditions,
Supplemental General Conditions and Special Conditions of the Contract, the plans,
which include all maps, plats, blue prints, and other drawings and printed or written
explanatory matter thereof, the specifications and contract documents therefor as
prenared by Henningson, Durham & Richardson and John O, Reeve and Associates herein
entitled the Architect/engineer, and as enumerated in Paragraph 1l.of the Supplemental
General Conditions, all of which are made a part hereof and collectively evidence and
constitute the contract,

The Contractor herebv agrees to commence work under this. contract on or before
a date to be specified in a written "Notice to Proceed" of the Owner. The Contractor
further agrees to pay, as liquidated damages, the sum of $100,00 for each consecutive
calendar day thereafter as hereinafter provided in Paragraph 19 of the General Conditioms,

The OWNER agrees to pay the CONTRACTOR in current funds for the performance of
the contract, subject to additions and deductions, as provided in the General Conditions
of the Contract, and to make payments on account thereof as provided in Paragraph 25,
"Payments to Contractor", of the General Conditions,

3. The following written request for a license to sell beer, was submitted to the
Council by the operators of Club-Cafe 47, Mr. and Mrs. Ray Hunt:

In 1958 I applied to the City Council of Blanding for a license to sell 3,2
Beer at the Club-Cafe 47, I was .told by the council, at that time, that if, and
when the City should decide to allow the sale of beer within the city limits I
would be granted a license, ,

With the advent of good roads criss-crossing the Navajo Reservation, and
connecting to the Hub of the Four Corners, and the perifial towns, the influx of
the tourist population is felt in all of the various types of business enter-
prises. In cafes, and recreation such as we have, the right to order beer is an
accepted service, .

In all the other three corners of the Four, this service is an established
custom. Only in this town are transients, or residents denied the right to purchase
beer locally,

Therefore we are requesting that favorable consideration be given this request,
In my opinion to withold this privelege to the business men of Blanding, and give
such license in the surrounding tourist spots, (Lake Powell concessions) is unfair,
and detremental,

Following some discussion, the matter was tabled until a full quorum could be present.

4, Brother Juniper of the Bluff Chamber of Commerce reported to the Council, his
recent visit to a meeting of the Utah State Highway Commission where matters per-
taining to possible development of Utah Highways 47 and 95 were discussed, He
also presented to the Council and asked there support of, a petition to the San
Juan County Commission to hold a public hearing relative to possibly increasing
the County Road Budget by the levying of additional taxes, funds from the same to
be used in road construction from the Montezuma Creek bridge to Aneth Trading
Post and for bridge construction across the San Juan river at the west edge of
Bluff, with additional road construction south to Mexican Water.

The Council was in general agreement as to the need for the proposed development
but felt it would be unethical for them to formally request action of this mature
by the San Juan County Commissioners,

5. The Council discussed with Mr, Richard Smith, the possibility of leasing to him,
the facilities at the Blanding Airport,

Mr., Smith agreed that he would place a qualified airframe and Engine machanic
at the airport, construct a suitable hanger-shop combination to care for the traffic
and afford a proper place to do airport maintenance, to operate the airport in an
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efficient manner, including operation of the Unicom communication system and the
fueling and servicing of aircraft., He stated further that he is qualified to handle
flight instruction and would offer charter service,

For such operation and service, Mr, Smith would require $200,00 monthly from
the City, plus electrical service, fuel for heating the administration building, and
revenue from gasoline sales. He agreed that he would apply $100,00 of the money paid
him, on purchase by the city of the hangar he will construct. He further agreed that
should he quit the airport, discontinuing business, all money paid him by the City,
would be applied to the purchase of said hangar.,

The Council was in general agreement that such an arrangement would be beneficial
to the City, and advised Mr. Smith that at such time as he qualifies his position, as
stated, they would favor executing an agreement leasing him the Blanding Airport
facilities,

6., Council requested the Recorder write the San Juan County Commissioners, asking
their assistance in the matter of clearing pipeline rights-of -way and constructing
needed roads in the vicinity of the proposed Blanding Reservoir No,. 4,

Reference is made to paragraph 9 of the document entitled Stipulation and
Agreement which has been prepared in the above matter and submitted to my client,
the City of Blanding for execution. Among other things, said paragraph 9
provides as follows: "That the City of Blanding recognizes that the present
measuring device is not measuring all the waters intended and contemplated by
said deed to be measured, and the City of Blanding agrees that as soon as weather
permits that during the year 1964 it will, at its sole cost and expense, construct
a good and proper measuring device for the purpose of measuring all of the waters
diverted from the sajid Indian Creekwhich measuring device will be designed to pro-
vide that it will receive only 2 second feet of water and all water in excess of
said 2 second feet will be returned to the said creek for the use of the Grantor
S¢orup Somerville Cattle Company,"

By way of explanation my client acknowledges that the present measuring
device is not measuring all the waters that have been used by the City of
Blanding only in that the spring immediately above the tunnel and the spring
which rises on the North side of Indian Creek a short distance up stream from
the mouth of the tunnel have been diverted through the tunnel as a point below
the present measuring device., The City of Blanding does not admit that the
present measuring device is deficient in any other particular,

The City of Blanding is not in a position to make the financial expenditures
necessary to install a new measuring device nearer to the mouth of the tunnel at
the present time, It is, however, in a position to forthwith make the necessary
installations that the spring immediately above the tunnel will be piped to a
point above a measuring wier so that it will be measured from this time forward,

The City of Blanding is also willing that the spring on the North side 66
Indian Creek above referred to which has been piped into the tunnel at a point
below the measuring device will not be diverted through the tunnel in the future
until such time as a new measuring device can be installed by the which will
measure this water as part of the 2 second feet to which the City of Blanding is
entitled or at such times during each year when it clearly appears that the
amount of water being diverted into the tunnel is less than 2 second feet so that
the amount of water from this spring, if added to that which is already diverted,
could not conceivable increase the amount diverted beyond 2 sécond feet. The City



would also agree to notify,each year, a renresentative of the Scorup Somerville
Cattle Company which you would designate, of their intention to divert the spring
on the North side, prior to the time the new measuring device is installed, so

that Scorup Somerville Cattle Company would have ample opportunity to ascertain for

that measuring wier in order to get that one spring,

He raised all of these old questions about us taking more water than we
were entitled to about which no prnof has ever really been introduced or
even nresented by anybody.

On Tuesday Seotember 15th I had another session with him and he seems to
have calmed down by that time. I talked with him again on the phone this
morning,

He says that if we are willing to agree to pipe the spring over the
tunnel into the measuring device immediately and move the measuring device as soon
as we are financially able he would accept that,

I am convinced that the hard facts of life here are that if we want to
use that spring on the north side for any length of time we are going to have
to measure it and as long as we do not we are at their mercy,

I am enclosing herewith a copy of a letter which I have drafted to submit
to Mr, Ruggeri, If he would accept this then I think we would be obligated
to go ahead and sign the stipulation and agreement. However, I did not want to
submit this to him until you had had a chance to examine it carefully and make
any suggestions,

We are seeking a gramnt through the Department of the Interior for our three
year training program,. which we pray will be for the sum of $40,000.00 plas a loan
from the Area Re~Development Act, making a total sum of $115,000.00 with which to
purcrase the two fine buildings, electric high powered sewing machines and such equipment
as needed., Also salaries and training materials, etc., The training will be for a
14 week period under the direction of Adult and Vocational Educational from the State
and County of San Juan District School Board which have approved our plans. The
skilled white citizens and ex-teachers of our city will also assist in the training
program, All trainees will receive wages while taking the training courses,

We respectfully request this:City Coumtcil to approve the plan., We also request
that under the guidance of Mr, Francis (Bud) Nielson, our City Clerk, a program
be set up under the Public Welfare Aid program to do all the work of landscaping,
improvement of lands, cleaning up, etc. of both properties involved, thus making
available,.to us, a work project which may be regarded:as a finanecial contribution
towards the 35% to be given by us as an evidence of good will. Our local Bank is
planning with us in the completion of our project.

conservation pool consisting of approximately 350 acre feet of water in a reservoir
estimated to hold a total of 29 surface acres and 600 acre feet of water when full,
Department participation would be on the same basis under which the Blanding No, 3
or upper Reservoir was enlarged, excepting that the City would stipulate that
boating and water skiing would be prohibited on the Upper Reservoir when and if
agreement is reached on the proposed project.

The Department representatives indicated approval of the proposal and stated
that the availability of funds would probably be the only obstacle to prevent
current year construction in which case, the ensuing years budget would be made
up to allow for the project., The City is to be advised of Department action
following the first opportunity to present the proposal to the Fish and Game
Commissioners,

4, The following letter was read in full to the Council:

Gentlemen:

As you know in 1952 Blanding City purchased 2 second feet of water from the Scorup-

Somerville Cattle Company and received a deed from the Cattle Company to this water

with certain limitations and obligations to be performed by it, placed thereon. The
limitations provide in part as follows :

All of the water rights up to and including the primary two cubic
feet per second owned by grantor and which naturally accumulate

in the southeast fork of Indian Creek for year around diversion
through the Blanding Irrigation Company tunnel in the Blue Mountains
in San Juan County, Utah, for municipal use in the City of Blanding,
Said water is to be diverted out of said Creek at a point immediately
north of the north portal of the Blanding Irrigation Company tunnel
in the Blue Mountains of San Juan County, Utah; it being definitely
understood that no water shall be diverted out of said stream by

said grantee at any point west or down stream from the north portal of
said tunnel,



The Grantor agrees for itself, its successors, administrators,
executors and assigns that it will cooperate (but without any expense
to it) in the perfecting of the necessary change applications to change
the point of diversion, the place of use, the nature of use, and the
period of use, to the end that the grantee may perfect the year around
use of the said primary two cubic feet of water per second accumulating
in the southeast fork of Indian Creek above the north portal of the
Blanding Irrigation Company tunnel, It is understood that the exact
point of diversion of said water rights so sold shall be determined by
a proper survey to be made during the summer of 1952 by the grantor
and grantee and upon said point of diversion being so determined the
same shall be made a matter of record and shall be binding upon the grantor
and grantee as the true point of diversion of said water out of said Creek,

That as part of the consideration herein the grantee agrees to construct
at its own cost and expense, a diversion canal for the diversion of said
water out of said Creek into said tunnel and shall build in said diversion
canal a measuring weir to be used for the purpose of measuring the water
entering said tunnel from said Creek., The weir will be so contructed

as to accurately measure all water diverted from said Creek and shall be
maintained at the expense of the grantee,

It is further understood that when the flow of said Creek at the said
point of diversion exceeds the said two cubic feet per second of flow,
then all water in excess of said two second feet will be returned to
the Creek for the use of the grantor,

That with the delivery and acceptance of this deed by the grantor and
grantee all of the provisions contained herein shall constitute a bind-
ing agreement and obligation as between each of them, their successors
and assigns,

The Scorup Somerville Cattle Company has had an engineer examine the diversion
channel and diversion works constructed by Blanding City and according to the
report made by him, the diversion works are inadequate to protect the rights of
the Scorup Somerville Cattle Company and do not comply with the provisions of

the Deed. In particular the diversion works do not measure the flow of two
springs which are a part of the waters of Indian Creek which belong to the Scorup
Somerville Cattle Company, but the diversion works are constructed in such a
manner that they take the waters from these two springs in addition to the two
second feet the City purchased, The diversion works have been allowed to deter-
ioate and based on information of our engineer do not accurately measure the
flow of water and do not insure that the Scorup Somerville Cattle Company receives
all waters in excess of the two second feet sold,

At the time the City of Blanding negotiated to purchase the two second feet of water
it employed Caldwell, Richard & Sorenson, Engineers, 408 Templeton Building,

Salt Lake City, Utah, to investigate the water on Indian Creek and were advised
that the Scorup Somerville Cattle Company had prior filings on 15.22 second feet,

I am advised this same firm represents the Blanding Irrigation Company, who has
Filing No. 19114 to appropriate 50 second feet of water from Indian Creek after

the City of Blanding and the Scorup Somerville Cattle Company get their share,
There is not, and has not been, 15,22 second feet of water in the Creek at any

time in recent history and it is difficult to understand why the application was
ever approved. In any event at the hearing for an extension of time to prove

upon Application No, 19114 recently conducted by the State Engineer on June 19,
1963, at Monticello, Utah, it became apparent that the Scorup Somerville Cattle
Company must take precautionary measures to establish its right to 13.22 second
feet of the waters from Indian Creek by Court Decree, because if it does not, it
may, as time goes on, be placed in a position where the burden of proving its

right to these waters would be difficult, At the recent hearing the representative
of the Blanding Irrigation Company recognized the Cattle Company's right to call

on the water from the creek to the extent of 13,22 second feet and to Blanding
City's right to 2 second feet., The Cattle Company recognizes Blanding City's right
to call on the water to the extent of 2 second feet in accordance with the provisions
of the Deed quoted above,

This letter is written for the purpose of arranging for a meeting with represgntatives
of the Scorup Somerville Cattle Company, the City of Blgnding, and the Blanding
Irrigation Company to see if we could stipulate facts which would.formu}ate

the basis for a Court Order and Decree with respect to the water 1in Indian Creek

and defining the obligations of the various claimants with respect thereto.

It appears to me that at this time there is no disagreement whatsoever with respect
to the rights involved or the manner in which the water should be diverted and that
all that would be required would be to reduce the factual situation to a writing that
could be used as the basis for the Court Decree and thus establish, by a judicial
proceedings, the rights of the respective parties,

If the City Council of Blanding, Utah will advise me who they will have represent
them in this matter and if the Board of Directors of the Blanding Irrigation Company
will advise me who will represent them in this matter, I will undertake, as
Secretary of the Scorup Somerville Cattle Company, to arrange a meeting with

them at the earliest possible time.

Your prompt reply to this inquiry is respectfully solicited because the Board of
Directors of the Scorup Somerville Cattle Company feel keenly that time is an
important consideration to establishing, by judicial determination, its right with
respect to the water in Indian Creek and the means of diverting waters from

Indian Creek to insure all interested parties that they will get the water they are
entitled to receive and nothing more.

I have held up answering your letter of July 2, 1963 until it could be
heard and discussed by the Blanding City Council, Inasmuch as their regular meeting
was scheduled for this week, I felt that much delay would not be too serious. I
trust this has not inconvenienced you.

Relative to the subject of your letter, the water rights owned in the
Indian Creek drainage, we can only state that the City of Blanding has and does
expect to live by the spirit and letter of the agreement which you in part quoted,
wherein we obtained the primary two cubic feet per second of water out of the
Southeast Fork of Indian Creek from your Company,

Certain allegations contained in your letter, resultant from your engineers
examination of the existing situation, appear to have been arrived at without due
and proper consideration, Specifically, the diversion works were constructed in

accordance with plans and specifications as prepared by a qualified engineering firm, they

adequately measure the water and they adequately protect the rights of all parties
concerned, with the possible exception that a small amount of debris can practically
dam the Blanding City gate so that we get virtually no water. The statement that
the diversion works have deteriorated and are in poor repair, is absolutely false,

Regarding use of water from the two unmeasured springs, both of which originate

east of the north portal of the tunnel, we would state as follows:

1, The spring piped across the creek northeast of the tunnel
portal, is only used following a decline of water in the
regular stream bed to a point where it measures less than
two cubic feet per second,

2. It would be most difficult to either measure or divert to
another drainage, the spring which originates over and drips
into the north portal of the tunnel,



A meeting to discuss these matters would undoubtedly be #ife. I would
suggest that enough time be then taken to visit the stream and diversion works at
Indian Creek so as to better understand the point of view of all concerned,

Mayor Calvin F, Black, Councilman Marvin F, Lyman, in charge of waterworks
City Attorney L., Robert Anderson and I would represent Blanding City in any
discussion of this problem, Of course any action taken would have to be ratified
by the City Council, We would require a minimum of seven days advance notice of
any contemplated meeting date.

Without arguing the point of the diversion works with you, I can only say that the
acknowledged competent engineering firm that designed the diversion works stated,
in a letter to the Scorup Somerville Cattle Company prior to the sale, that the two
springs that are not being measured constituted water that belonged to the Scorup
Somerville Cattle Company and that these waters were included in the two second
feet sold, Notwithstanding this, the water is not being measured by the existing
facilities which certainly appear, even to the untrained eye, to have been dreadfully|
neglected, ‘ ' :

I think that since it will be necessary for the Cattle Company to obtain a judicial
determination of its rights in any event, that it probably will facilitate matters if
I file a complaint in the District Court rather than try to arrange meetings with all
interested persons, In that manner there will be no question with respect to whether
or not the City Commissioners or the Board of Directors of the Blanding Irrigation
Company had authority to act., I do not say this for any reason other than it appears
that this would be the most expeditious method of handling the matter to fully protect
the interests of all parties concerned,

9. City makes no warranty that it will have sufficient surplus water
to accomplish the purposes set forth herein but the parties believe the same

will be available under the present water supply and demand upon the City water system,

10, The term 'surplus water' as used herein shall include only the
anount of water over and above the culinary demands of the inhabitants of the
City, all of which has as its source natural stream flow into the city system,

11, Should the culinary demands of the inhabitants of the City on the
present water system prevent the city from diverting sufficient amounts of its
surplus water to maintain said conservation pool, the city will make sincere
